Elizabeth Riker is a managing partner at New Profit, a US venture philanthropy organisation specialising in some of America’s toughest social problems, including education, workforce development and public health. Before joining New Profit, she was a consultant at Monitor Group, working with both corporate and non-profit clients on issues of strategy and organisational development. 

Jamie Cooper-Hohn, co-founder of Children’s Investment Fund and Foundation (CIFF)
Jamie Cooper-Hohn currently serves as CIFF’s President and CEO. Prior to the establishing of the Foundation, Jamie was Co-Director of Shine Trust, a grantmaking trust supporting children in poverty in England through educational initiatives. She also served as Vice President of Strategic Planning and Development for Gould Partners in New York City, a non-profit collaborative effort aimed at expanding educational opportunities for inner city children and their families.
Commenting on the new members, Impetus Trust Chief Executive Daniela Barone Soares said, “The role of philanthropists has become even more crucial as governments become less able to meet social development needs with the public purse. Philanthropy is also maturing and partners are expecting more impact for their investment. I am delighted that Impetus is able call on the expertise of these individuals, who bring with them a wealth of critical thinking and hands-on expertise.”
Also joining the Council is Sabine Gardener of Cobalt Partners, a Pan European search firm that works with Private Equity firms and their portfolio companies. Her career combines six years in investment banking with Nomura and CSFB, six years with Spencer Stuart and two years with Duke Street Capital. She set up Cobalt Partners in 2000.
